Enrolment and Tuition Payment Policy

Tuition fees are charged on a monthly basis and due by the 8% of each month. Payments received after due date will
be subject to a $150 late fee.

For all holiday programmes separated from regular terms (e.g. Christmas/Easter workshops and summer programmes),
tuition payment is due upon registration.

A $50 fee will be applied for returning any over payment and any bounced back cheques by the bank.

For administrative purposes, a $400 one-time registration fee is charged for all new students.

If tuition has not been received by the due date, miniMinds reserves the right to release your child’'s place without
further noftice.

Material fees are charged when students join regular term/ summer programmes, when course level changes using
new materials, and when materials need to be replenished.

Class times can be changed once during each term without charge. Thereafter, a $50 fee will be charged.
Summer term enrolment is on a first come first served basis with priority given to students who can join full programme.
All classes, terms, make-ups and programmes are non-transferable and non-refundable.

Make-ups (Online & Physical Classes)
